Arrangements for the 2006 Convention and Engineered Plumbing Exposition are well 
underway.  ASPE”S 20th Convention Pins will be available at the April 10th 
meeting and given to all chapter members, one per member.  Every pin has a 
serial number on its back.  Winning-number pins will be in the distribution to each 
chapter.  Each chapter is guaranteed to have a minimum of one and as many as 
10 winning pins (based on total membership).  Wear the pin and help ASPE 
promote the 2006 Biennial ASPE Convention and Engineered Plumbing 
Exposition. Wear your pin when you come to the ASPE registration counter to 
pick up your badge for the Convention and you may be a winner.  To win you 
must be wearing your pin when you come to the APSE Registration Counter and 
you must be registered for the Convention. (Only one pin per person.) 
 
The chapter has also received its race car kit. If you have any ideas for decorating 
the car or would like to help the committee with preparing the car, presenting it, or 
racing it at the Convention, your assistance is most welcome.

There is another issue of interest, especially for CPD members or members that 
plan to become CPD members.  ASPE has a process in the works to have the 
CPD recognized by various states as a creditable certification similar to the 
NICET certification.  CPD members recently received a letter from the Society 
indicating that their CPD certification will expire on April 30, 2006.  Also, the 
recertification fee has gone up from the previous fee of $35 to $50.  The increase 
in fee is being used to help offset the processing cost associated with getting the 
CPD recognized by various states as creditable certification similar to the NICET 
certification.  ASPE is just beginning to get the process going and it may require 
considerable time to get everything competed.

I remembered 
this as I looked at the new set of 2006 International Code Books sitting in our 
Code Library at Henderson Engineers, Inc. (the Uniform Model Code Set is 
coming soon).  I thought about how Navin R. Johnson (Steve Martin) had found 
one piece of information that had changed and was important to him.  I was 
wishing I knew which piece(s) of information had changed and which were 
important to me in these code books.  So I called Steve Thompson, Chief Codes 
Administrator of the City of Shawnee, Kansas.  After our ASPE February Meeting 
we had discussed having a seminar on the changes and what our (the plumbing 
engineering community’s) opinion was on the changes.  Steve is in the process of 
discussing this process with other officials in Lenexa and Overland Park and will 
let us know when the seminar round table will take place.  Steve also sent me 
information on an upcoming 2006 I-Code Update Seminar May 10, 11, 12, 2006 
presented by the Missouri Association of Building and Fire Officials.  The 
seminars will be held at the Adams Pointe Conference Center at the Marriot 
Courtyard, 1500 NE Coronado Dr. Blue Springs, Mo. 64014.  The plumbing 
portion will be May 11th from 1:00 to 4:30pm.  This single seminar will cost $60.00 
for non-members.
