It's also time for us to refresh ourselves in regards to
the Codes that we are using these days.

Plumbing Codes:

As | had pointed out in one of my previous articles, other than Uniform Plumbing Code (UPC) and International
Plumbing Code (IPC), there is another Code very much alive and gets updated regularly. It is National Standard
Plumbing Code (NSPC). In this article, | am going to list out the States those are under different codes.

NSPC is adopted in very few jurisdictions and the most notable are New Jersey and Maryland.

The UPC is adopted in Alaska, California, Hawaii, Idaho, Indiana, lowa, Maine, Montana, Nevada, New Mexico,
Oregon, South Dakota, Texas, Washington and Wyoming.

IPC is currently adopted in Alabama, Arkansas, Colorado, Connecticut, Delaware, Florida, Georgia, Kansas,
Michigan, Missouri, New Hampshire, New York, North Carolina, Ohio, Oklahoma, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, South
Carolina, Texas, Utah, Vermont, Virginia and West Virginia.

Please remember that City’'s may be adopting different codes even the State has adopted a separate code, for ex.
Kansas City, MO has adopted UPC and New York City and Chicago have their own format of Code.
