CET 270 – Fluid Mechanics 
CRN 13617 (use this number to register for the class) 
Upon successful completion of this course, the student should be able to analyze fluid systems using the fundamental 
properties of pressure, hydrostatic force, buoyancy, flow in pipes, open channel flow and hydrology. The student should 
also be able to solve practical problems related to engineering technology.

The pre-requisite for CET 270 – Fluid Mechanics is MATH 134 (Technical Math II) or MATH 173 (Pre-Calculus).  If you 
have not had one of these courses at Johnson County Community College, please call Susan Johnson at (913) 469-8500 
x3363 to discuss a math waiver.  To be successful in this course, you must be able to solve algebraic equations. 
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Engineered Plumbing Systems Vocational Certificate:  
The Fluid Mechanics course described above may be taken as part of a three-course certificate program.  The courses 
may be taken in any order. 
 
The Engineered Plumbing Systems certificate is designed to address the needs of engineers and technicians in the 
plumbing design industry.  Successful completion of this certificate will help the student prepare for the Certification in 
Plumbing Engineering (CIPE) exam given bi-annually by the American Society of Plumbing Engineers (ASPE).

If you have not been a JCCC credit student within the last year, you will need to submit a college application. Applications 
are available on campus in the Student Success Center (2nd floor Student Center Building) or on the JCCC Web site 
(www.jccc.edu ) or you may call the Admissions Office at (913) 469-3803.

VP LEGISLATIVE

It was with great amusement I read the May issue of Plumbing System and design.  ASPE National had sponsored a “one 
code seminar” without an agenda.  It seemed all they had was a desire to duplicate what Division 16 has had for a long 
time - a single cohesive national code. This was not a meeting with the speaker(s) preaching to the choir.  There were very 
different groups present - organizations, manufacturers and individuals present each expressing their desires and self-
interests.  The arguments were of two main camps  1.) Maintain the status quo (two or more model codes) since there will 
always be differences with  local / state amendments or 2.) Having only one model code. This could be achieved in one of 
three ways 
 
a.) Amalgamating the two most influential codes into one code  
b.)  “Influence one of the current model codes to be the code” (plumbing Systems & Design “From the president’s Pen 

page 72) or 
c.)   the possibility of a national governmental code (shades of the internal revenue code). I could only envision a worst-

case scenario where ASPE supported a yet unnamed third code that added to the problem instead of fixing it. Yet in 
less than six months a promising step was taken.   

 
Ron George wrote in the October Plumbing Engineer (page 12) “On October 23, 2005 The International Code Council 
(ICC) announced that its officials are having talks with the officials of the International Association of Plumbing and 
Mechanical Officials (IAMPO) about combining their plumbing and mechanical codes.”  He went on to say “I feel each 
organization has something to bring to the table and that they can still remain independent organizations.”  It seems that 
ICC and IAMPO agreed with him.  Joe Scott wrote in his article From the Presidents pen “Recently the International 
Association of Plumbing and Mechanical Officials (IAMPO) and the International Code Council (ICC) announced they have 
signed a Memorandum of Understanding for the future development of a single model plumbing code.  They are working 
toward a single mechanical code as well.”  If I was the editor of the magazine I would have been tempted to use it as the 
cover article instead of burying it in the 2nd paragraph on page 62 of the November/December issue.  
 
I think the more prudent path was taken with the softer announcement.  There is much required work to be done in the 
next three years to leave the best of each code and delete the arcane or obsolete.   Hopefully the two organizations can 
continue working toward the goal in their usual professional manner without much outside interference.  With luck we might 
have the single plumbing code by the next code cycle in the year 2009 but 2012 is more probable.  Then we can start work 
in earnest on Cities or fiefdoms where so many amendments have written that they have created their own code.
