KC Chapter friends, hope you all had a happy thanksgiving and had a little bit of turkey for everyone and those who like hunting, 
hopefully had a wonderful time at the hunting ground. 
 
The following is brief information on underground liquid fuel storage tanks which should help the young engineers get a clear 
understanding of what they are. Apart from reporting Code related issues, I’ll also include short technical information that will help 
everyone in their day to day design life. I’ll follow up on this one in the next article. 
 
Liquid Fuel Underground Storage Tanks Classifications and Related Codes and Standards: 
 
Classifications: 
 
Liquid fuel storage tanks are stationary receptacles that are designed to hold hydrocarbons derived from crude oil. OSHA 
(Occupational Safety and Health Administration define storage tanks as below: 
 

·  Atmospheric Tank: Rated pressure 0.0 to 0.5 psig 
·  Low-pressure tank: Rated pressure 0.51 to 15 psig 
·  Pressure Tank: Rated pressure above 15 psig. 

 
Codes and Standards: 

1. NFPA 30, NFPA 30A: Code for motor fuel dispensing facilities and Repair Garages, NFPA 385: Standard for Tank Vehicles 
for Flammable and Combustible Liquids, NFPA 329: Recommended Practice for handling Releases of Flammable and 
Combustible Liquids and Glasses 

2. Federal Register 40 CFR 112: Oil pollution prevention and response; Non-transportation-related onshore and off-shore 
facilities 

3. Governing Fire Code (IFC, UFC), state fire marshal 
4. UL standard 142: Steel Aboveground Tanks for Flammable and Combustible Liquids; UL 2085: Protected Aboveground 

Tanks for Flammable and Combustible Liquids 
5. Federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) 
6. Steel Tank Institutes (STI) regulations 
7. Federal Public Law (PL) 98-616: Hazardous and Solid Waste Amendments of 1984 
8. 1990 Amendments to Clean Air Act 
9. Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act (SARA) Title III: Emergency Planning and Community Right to Know Act.
