The Air Admittance Valve had its day in Minnesota Court and lost. The interim approval of the air admittance valve has
been revoked. Maybe more importantly, if air admittance valves have been installed during renovation, they must be
removed and plumbing system brought up to current approved standard. Below is a reprint of the withdrawal notice shown
online at www.doli.state.mn.us/plumbing.html, under the "What's new" section. For the in-depth look information contained
in the decision is available through a link at the end of the article.

Jan. 6, 2006
Notice of withdrawal of interim approval for air admittance valves

The Minnesota Department of Labor and Industry (DAI) Plumbing and Engineering Unit will no longer approve requests or
proposals for use of air admittance valves in interior plumbing systems regulated under the Minnesota Plumbing Code
(Minnesota Rules Chapter 4715).

An administrative law judge with the Minnesota Office of Administrative Hearings held, in an order dated Jan. 3, 2006, that
the use of air admittance valves to provide a vent terminal inside a building for plumbing systems is expressly prohibited by
the Minnesota Plumbing Code, and therefore cannot be used as an alternate fixture or method under Minnesota Rule
4715.0330. The administrative law judge ordered DAI to cease enforcement of the "Interim Approval for Air Admittance
Valve as an Alternate Fixture, Appurtenance, Material, or Method" issued by the Minnesota Department of Health on Oct.
29, 2004.

DAI has administered the interim approval since the transfer of the Plumbing and Engineering Unit to the department on
May 16, 2005. In light of the administrative law judge's order, DAl withdrew the interim approval on Jan. 4, 2006. \

Air admittance valves specifically identified and approved in plans reviewed by DAI may remain in place until the next
alteration of the plumbing system, at which time a method of venting in compliance with the Minnesota Plumbing Code
must be installed. Owners of such systems regulated directly by DAI will be notified of this. Local jurisdictions that
administer the Minnesota Plumbing Code and have approved the use of air admittance valves for interior plumbing
systems should provide the owners of those systems with information about this prohibition and DAI's position on existing
installations.

KC Star Production Facility Tour

On Monday, March 6, the KC Chapters of ASHRAE, ASPE, and AEE will be taking a joint tour of the KC Star Production
Facility located in downtown Kansas City, MO. The facility has approximately 450,000 square feet and contains 4 KBA
water-cooled presses rated at 80,000 pph. Print paper is stored in the ASRS (automated storage and retrieval system)
and is delivered to intermediate paper storage; from there the paper is delivered to the reel stands as needed. The printed
media leaves the presses on a gripper conveyor system and is delivered to the mail room where there are 4 inserters,
bundlers, and pallet stations. The palletized paper is then delivered to the distribution dock and loaded onto delivery
trucks.

The tour will begin with a brief overview of the facility and will give tour-goers a chance to view some of the mechanical
plans, flow diagrams, and equipment schedules, and ask questions about the facility. Mechanical tour highlights of the 4
level facility include: (4) 900 ton York chillers, (2) 400 hp Cleaver-Brooks natural gas boilers, forced-draft cooling towers,
and 40 small air handling units. The building also features a free cooling heat exchanger and was designed with stringent
humidity requirements for the print process, which minimizes the amount of outside air.

The tours will be approximately 1 hour long and start at 6pm with staggered groups depending on the number of RSVP’s.
Provisions will be made on the tour to accommodate those with disabilities that would impair movement through the facility.
More RSVP information will follow, as details are determined.
