As I mentioned last month, this Legislative article will contain tips and unstated 
standards for Johnson County Wastewater.  
 
The following information listed was provided during the Contractor Licensing 
Seminar by Mr. Shane Burnett of Johnson County Grease Management 
Program (1-913-715-6900) 
 
·  ALL businesses that prepare/cook food on site are required to have a 

minimum of 1,000-gallon exterior grease interceptor. This would include a 
non-restaurant, commercial business that only has a hot dog cooking 
machine to sell to their customers. 

·  Items required to go to grease interceptors: 3 compartment sinks, 2 
compartment sinks, wok drains, ice cream dipper wells, dish washing 
machines and mop sinks. 

·  High temperature dish washing machines shall have a cold water-

VP LEGISLATIVE (CONTINUED) 
 
Unstated standard 
·  The Starbucks Rule: When only liquids are prepared or served on site, then a grease interceptor is not 
required. When prepared foods (i.e. muffins etc.) are brought in and sold on site, then no grease interceptor is 
required.  
·  The Big Dipper (an electro-mechanical grease interceptor) is currently being tested at commercial sites.  These 
sites are low grease production sites, such as the popular dinner preparation business that allow you to make 
multiple entrees to take home and cook later. ASK if the Big Dipper is now acceptable or if your establishment 
would be a good test site. 
·  Garbage Disposers: If you have a food license, you cannot have a disposer.  If you do not have a food license 
you may have a food disposer. 
 
John Metzler of Johnson County Wastewater provided the following information listed during the Contractor 
Licensing Seminar. 
·  All cities within Johnson County require a sewer permit before they will issue a building permit. 
 
·  To check the status of your project. 
1.  At your browser type www.jcw.org 
2. Left hand column 2nd Item under Welcome to Johnson County Wastewater Click on “Engineering Maps” 
3. 2nd left hand column 3rd dark blue item under Map Center Click on “Commercial Building Status” 
4. Type in your project address in the box 
5. Click “Check Status” button 
 
·  To find the Johnson County Plat Name / Number of your project.  The Plat name must be on the same 
construction drawing as the overall site Plan (no smaller than 1”=50’-0”) 
1. At your browser type www.jcw.org 
2. Left hand column 2nd Item under Welcome to Johnson County Wastewater Click on “Engineering Maps” 
3. 2nd left hand column 1st dark blue item under Map Center Click on “Sanitary Sewer Maps” 
4. Scroll to bottom of Kansas Open Records Act Policy and Click “Continue” 
5. 3 rd column (extreme right column) Type in your project address in the box and click “Locate It” button 
6. 1st column under Select Layer  
a) Select Property Legend Click “Property Dimensions”,  “Property Lines” “Property Polygons”  
b) Select Aerial Images Click “2006 Orthophoto” 
c) Select Utility Layers Click “Sewers” 
d) Click “Redraw” at the bottom of the column 
7. Extreme right hand column under Select option and click on map 
8. 2nd row down, 2nd item over Click “ID feature” 
9. Now on the map of your project (center column) click on the RED sewer line. (For the one gentleman in our 
class that was color blind: under the utility layers click the “Sewers” option click “off “click “redraw”, click “on” click 
“redraw” to see which set of lines disappear and reappear.) 
10. At the bottom left hand column there will now be a dialog box of your property’s description 
11. Click on “Plat” tab 
12. Plat name is now displayed 
13. Click on the Plat name and the next screen will allow you to request a free copy of the plat to be emailed to you 
 
Stated standards, reason for the standard 
·  Cleanouts will be held to a minimum i.e. one.   
Reason: Johnson County Wastewater wants to limit infiltration of rainwater into their system. 
·  Lift stations shall be installed on the interior of the establishment.  
Reason: Johnson County Wastewater wants the proprietor/owner to repair a lift station immediately if it breaks.  
They feel if the lift station is installed on the exterior of the building the proprietor may allow it to discharge to 
grade instead of fixing it immediately.
