Greetings KC Chapter friends, we are still eagerly waiting for spring to show up! In the meantime, stay warm if possible.

In this newsletter article, | would like to briefly talk about the Emergency Showers and Eyewash requirements and related
standards.

What is the purpose for emergency fixtures?

The purpose is to provide flushing fluid to cool the skin, dilute hazardous chemicals and wash the hazard from skin. The basic
requirements are:

1. Emergency fixture valve operation should be simple to operate in one second or less.

2. The velocity/pressure of the fluid should be low enough so as to cause to harm to eyes or skin. If the pressure is too
high, it will be uncomfortable on burned or irritated eyes or skin.

3. Emergency fixtures should be located within 10 seconds walking distance of a hazard and shall be located on the same
floor level.

4. The path of travel to emergency fixture from hazardous area should be free of hindrance.

5. The area around the emergency fixture should be well lit and

6. Fixtures should be identified with a highly visible green or yellow safety sign.

The related standards are:

1. ANSI 7358.1-2004 Standard for Emergency Eyewash and Showers for testing, installation, performance and training
criteria for equipment used.

2. ANSI zZ-358.1 Standard for Performance requirements for Plumbed Emergency Showers: Minimum flow of 20 gpm at 30
psi for 15 minutes, even distribution of flow through showerhead.

3. ANSI Z-358.1 Standard for Performance requirements for Plumbed Eyewashes: Minimum 0.4 gpm at 30 psi for 15
minutes, controlled flow to simultaneously flush both eyes.

4. ANSI Z-358.1 Standard for Performance requirements for Plumbed Eye/Facewashes: Minimum 3 gpm for 15 minutes,
controlled flow to simultaneously flush both eyes.

5. ANSI z-358.1Standard for Performance requirements for Plumbed Hand-held Drench Hoses: Minimum 3 gpm for 15
minutes.

6

ANSI Z-358.1 Standard for Performance requirements for Plumbed Combination Units: Each unit must meet individual
performance when operated at the same time.

The flow requirements for the drench hoses are removed, since drench hoses are supplemental to the required fixtures.

The education committee is looking
for engineering design companies
who employ plumbing engineers or
engineer technicians who would like
to advance their plumbing education
to a higher level.

Plumbing Systems | and Il Courses
along with CAD Courses. These
courses offer the basic plumbing
engineering systems. The areas
would be drainage, waste, and vent
systems, fuel gas systems, domestic
cold water, waste systems, and CAD
graphics. The courses would be
taught at the JCCC campus, or if
there is enough interest, from a
particular company, the courses
would be taught on site.

If you are
interested in preparing for the CIPE
exam along with work experience,
this would be an opportunity to take
the courses.
