We had two excellent seminars on the
proposed code changes for Fat Oil and
Grease interceptors sponsored by Hodes
and Sutter this past August.  I hope you
took the opportunity to attend as the
changes proposed are sweeping.  I was
hoping to forward the invitation to the
seminar to all of our local code officials
but I did not.  We have 54 municipalities
or AHJ’s in our greater metropolitan area
and I discovered that we did not have an
email address for any of them.  I will be
trying to get permission to post city/AHJ’s
current adopted codes, phones numbers,
contact name and email address on our
website.  Another monumental task is
one that Greg Gladfelter proposed.  Greg
requested that we set up a committee to
work with Johnson County to get concise
list of items that they want to see (or not
see) on every drawing. In the past there
have been instances where plan review
comments were addressed, submitted
and then reviewed again by another plan
reviewer that generated a different set of
requirements.  The issue is not that the
comments were not valid or significant
but that they should have been
addressed in the first review for economy
of time spent by both the County and the
designer.  If Greg does not come to out
first meeting this September I will
nominate him to be chairman of that
committee.  Hope to see you at the
September meeting.
