I hope that you had a wonderful summer.  Mine was fabulous with a small
exception.  I had a project that was to be built under the Johnson County
Wastewater authority.  Most of my projects are not built in my back yard so I
approached the project by going overboard in up front coordination. I worked
primarily with Permit Coordinator Renee Riggs ( 1-913-715-8500). Ms Riggs
was very helpful and directed me to their web site
http://www.jcw.org/FformsPublic.htm  We looked at their forms and in
particular  Johnson County Wastewater Commercial Connection Permit
Application and Site Plan information.  After going over the information I
thought I had a good handle on their requirements.  Yet after their review I still
I had 5 comments after their review.   Ms. Tina Kinney (1-913-715-8524), plan
reviewer told me that my submittal was very clean in comparison to most but I
was still disappointed. I knew what all the words meant but I did not interpret
them as the JCW (Johnson County Wastewater) had intended.



I will be giving a few pointers now as to what should be obvious and more in the
months to follow as the project is completed.

1.) If you are going to have design elements past 5’-0” from the face of
the building and there is not a civil engineer on the team first pray then
put on your civil engineers hat. Johnson County Wastewater
requirements are directed almost entirely to the civil engineer.

2.) Read very carefully the “Johnson County Wastewater Commercial
Connection Permit Application”.  The application lists almost all of the
requirements in 21 bullet points. There are really more than 21 things
to look at because each had subsections and multiple parts in each
subsection.  When you get your computer generated comment pages
the numbered points match the numbered points on the application
(Johnson County Wastewater Commercial Connection Permit
Application).

3.) Make a list of what information the architect will have to provide you
so that you can meet all of the 21 point requirements.  Such as Site
plan not to exceed 1”=50’with the building located on the plan (and
each tenant labeled), the major intersecting streets, the Lot’s legal
description (lot and plat number) and where the sanitary main is, it’s
easements and the manhole locations.

Some of the items I misinterpreted.

A.) The sheet that has the design elements 5’-0” from the face of the
building shall have the site plan and legal description with the plat
name and lot number on it.

B.) Item 10. “ Cleanouts are required only for every 100 feet of service
line.”  This shall be interpreted to mean only one cleanout will be
permitted.  The reasoning a.) 90-degree elbows are not allowed.
There shall be (2) 45-degree elbows with at least one foot of piping
between them.  b.) The service line has a maximum of length of 200
feet.  Cleanouts shall be installed at the midpoint of the piping.

C.) Grease waste piping shall have a slope of 2 percent for a 4 inch pipe,
regardless of what the slope is on the inside of the building.  1 percent
is allowed for a 6-inch pipe but your existing service line is probably
not 6 inch.

D.) There shall only be one sanitary exit from the building  (this is not final
on my project yet).  My project shared the building with another tenant
with sanitary exiting through their lease space.  I could not hit the
interior invert of the service line running through our lease space but
could hit the exterior service line 4’-0” from the building by tieing into
the down stream (discharge side) of the grease interceptor.

a.) Be prepared to bring the waste line from the grease
interceptor back into the building and tie into the service line
(new or existing).  On my project the waste line from the
grease interceptor was not required to go back into the
building because it was less than 30’ from the exterior service
line.

If a lift station is required it shall be installed inside the building. (Yes, even in a
restaurant.  I did install an interior sewage ejector for a past church renovation /
addition.)
